General Rules of Sarawak ICT Expo 
1. 
Priority of Booking


Priority of booking of Sarawak ICT Expo is as follows :-


a )
Firstly, to Local Members’ Firms with entitlement of rebate to booth rental for early bird’s                   

registration (normally 2 weeks).


b )
Secondly, to Members’ Firms of other branches and Members’ Firms of KCBA at                   

member’s rates (no early bird’s registration rebate).


c )
Thirdly, to Non-Members at Non-Members’ Rates.

2. 
Booking of Booths by Members’ Firms


Members’ Firms are not allowed to book on behalf of Non-Members’ Firms (Associated Firms      
excepted) before the closing date of registration given to Members’ Firms.
3. 
Disclosure by Members’ Firms (Suppliers, Principals, distributors) 


Members’ Firms who are suppliers, principals, distributors can sponsor or register booths for 
Members’ Firms but they must state the name of participants they wish to sponsor in the 
Registration Form. It is to avoid the take-up booths by participants exceeding the maximum limit 
of booths imposed on participants. They are also not allowed to register booths for Non-
Members before the closing date of registration given to Members’ Firms.

4. 
Main Sponsors 

The Organising Committee may look for main sponsors for Sarawak ICT Expo from time to tine 
and the 
main sponsors may impose certain conditions and once the Organising Committee accepts 
the conditions as imposed by main sponsors, the Organising Committee will inform the interested 
participants and all participants must abide by such conditions, failing which participants will be 
barred from participating in future Sarawak ICT Expo.
5. 
Validity of Registration


Registration of Sarawak ICT Expo is valid upon payment of booth rental by closing date of 
registration. The booths will be allocated to others if participants fail to pay the booth rental by due 
date.

6. 
Draw Lots of Booths


All participants of Sarawak ICT Expo must pay the booth rental before they are entitled to draw 
lots of the booths.

7. 
Space Allocation


The organizing committee will arrange the layout of the exhibition areas. Exhibitors are not allowed 
to reallocate space, change the layout, add or remove partition, reassign, sublet or allow other 
companies to use the whole or part of the booth without the permission of the organiser.

8.
Booth setup and removal

 
Exhibition materials will only be allowed inside the exhibition areas during the period of Expo  
and shall be dismantled and removed immediately after the end of Expo.

9.
Usage of Booth’s Space


All display, demonstrations, sales activities must be within the allocated booth’s space and must not  
obstruct the free flow of traffic. Exhibitors should not allocate any exhibit outside their booth area 
or blocking corridor. The committee reserves the right to rearrange the floor, relocate any exhibit 
and remove any exhibit that does not comply with established rules.

10.
Damage or Loss


Exhibitors are advised to buy insurance to cover their exhibits or take necessary security measure.  
The organizing committee shall not be liable and for any loss, damage or theft of the exhibits. 
However, the Organising Committee will arrange security guards to guard the venue during the 
Expo. 

11.
Damage to the Exhibition Ground


Nothing shall be nailed, screwed to the walls, floor or other parts of the building or furniture. The 
exhibitors shall be liable to pay for the damage due to the above actions.

12.
Force Majeure


In the event that the exhibition is abandoned, cancelled or suspended in whole or in part by reason 
of fire, natural calamity, national emergency, labor dispute, the non-availability of exhibit premises 
or any other causes beyond the control of the organizing committee, the organizing committee 
will exercise his discretion to refund the rental of the booth but  shall not be under any liability to 
claims by exhibitors due to the above causes. 

13  
Supplier Status


Suppliers who are also exhibitors are strictly not allowed to sell direct to customers. They can 
sponsor their dealer(s) to sell on their behalf. Invoices are strictly under dealer(s)’ name(s) or they 
can exhibit their products and ask customers to buy from any of their dealers who are also 
exhibitors. 

14.  
No Undue Celebration or Disturbances 

There shall not be any undue celebrations or disturbances as viewed by peer exhibitors during the 
Expo. 
15.  
Obey The Instructions by the Organising Chairman

All participants must obey the instructions given by the Organising Chairman at all times. Such 
instructions include lowering the volume of speakers to a acceptable level to the Organising 
Chairman, placing the goods within the booth areas, maintaining the cleanliness of the booth etc.
16.  
Failure to Comply

The Organising Committee reserve the right to disqualify or bar participants from participating in 
Sarawak ICT Expo for such period as the Organising Committee deemed fit and the decision of the 
Organising Committee is final.
